This day appeared in open court Henry W. Davis and filed his declaration for the purpose of obtaining a Pension, with a schedule […?...] which was subscribed and sworn to which is in the words and figures following, to wit:

On this sixteenth day of August 1821 personally appeared in open court, being a court of record for the said district and County, Henry W. Davis, aged sixty two years and upwards, resident if Williamson County in said circuit, who being first duly sworn according to law, doth on his oath declare that he served in the Revolutionary War as follows: he enlisted as a soldier in the Virginia Continental line in a company commanded by Captain William Adams[?] in Fluvanna[?] County Virginia, and joined the army under Capt. James Kirkpatrick at Albemarle Old Courthouse. The regiment was commanded by Colonel William Gaskins[?] and shortly after was under the command of Col. Felizer[?], does not know in what regiment. He enlisted about the first of April 1779 for eighteen months, served the whole time, and was discharged in October 1781 by Col. Felizer[?] at Cumberland Old Courthouse in Virginia. And I do solemnly swear that I was a resident citizen of the United States on the 15th day of March 1818 and that I have not since that time by gift, sale or in any manner disposed of my property or any part thereof  with intent thereby so to diminish it as to bring myself within the provisions of an Act of Congress entitled “ An Act to provide for certain persons engaged in the land and naval service of the United States in the Revolutionary War,” passed on the 18th day of March 1818, and that I have not nor has any person in trust for me, any property or securities, contracts or debts due to me; nor have I any income other than what is contained in the schedule heretofore annexed, and by me subscribed.

His property is one feather bed worth $20, 1 straw bed and clothes worth $10, 1 banshear[?] plough worth $2, one shovel plough $1, one tongue plough $1, one […?...] plough worth .75, 2 axes worth $3, four shoes worth $3, 1 sow and six shoats worth $10, one set of knives and forks worth $1.50, ½ dozen dull[?] slates[?] 75 cts, one set of wedges $1, 2 side dishes $1, 8 chickens $1, some guinea fowls worth 50 cents, 1 washing tub worth 50 cents, 1 pail 50 cents, 2 piggins and 1 noggin, $1, 1 small […?] chain 75 cts, cents, 1 pair of drawing chains $2, 1 bell 50 cts. In all amounto the $61.65. All the rest of his property and house hold furniture has been sold to satisfy just debts. His occupation is a farmer, he is able to work but little on account of rheumatism and sciatica [?..ing] he is also very down[?] sighted[?]. He has a wife named Judith fifty eight years of age, unable to help him much, she is crippled from a fall of a horse. He has one daughter named Polly who is the only that lives with him and assists in maintaining his family, she is in her sixteenth year. All the rest of his children have left him and are providing for themselves and are over twenty-one years of age. He has one grandchild four years old that lives with him, named Paralee[?] Varables, which he provides for as his mother is dead and father has left the state 

That from the property he has and his own ability to labour and assistance of his family which he command he is unable to support himself with out the assistance of his country.
