Your petitioner Nancy Crockett as Administratrix of Mary Crockett respectfully state that she has a claim against the United States, provided for in the above mentioned Act of Congress, amounting to $1736 the particulars of which are hereinafter set forth: that the present residence of petitioner near Brentwood.  15th Dist. in the County of Williamson and State of Tennessee and that her residence when the said claim accrued was in 15th District in the County of Williamson and State of Tennessee.

II.
Your petitioner further state that Mary Crockett for whom this Executrix or Administratrix was the original owner of the said claim and that her daughter is now the owner thereof.   
III.
Your petitioner further state that the said claimant was a citizen who remained loyal adherent to the cause and Government of the United States during the war, and was so loyal before and at the time of the taking of the property for which claim is made being 70 years of age unable [?] from [?].

Your petitioner with as much particularity and exactness as her knowledge and means of information will enable her to do states the kind, quantity, quality and value of the stores and supplies taken during the rebellion, for the use of the Army of the United States, for which payment is claimed, as follows Horses, Hogs, Corn, Hay and Oats together with Fodder amounting to $1736.  Also as fuel fully 10,000 rails and that the name of the person by whom the said property was taken Jeff C. Davis and officers with Forage trains for his and other Divisions of the Federal Army and that such persons and officers were in uniform of the United States in service of the United States, belonging to the Army of the Cumberland of the rank of forces for said army then stationed at or near John Wertons in Davidson County and that the name of the officer in command of the United States forces in the district in which the property was taken was Rosencrans that the place or station to which the said property was removed was to camps and lines of said army and that said property was taken for the use of forces in the service of the United States, and that no voucher, receipt, or other writing was given therefor by the person taking the said property and the substance therefor is as follows: [this section was left blank] and that the time and place of the taking of said property and the material circumstances thereof were as follows:  Late in 1862 The Federal Army in route for Murfreesboro was moving in lines from near my place along John Wertons.  It was very cold inclement weather.  They used as fuel all my rails in the Liberty Road.  Two strings of fences were three fourths of a mile each.  Their forage trains at same were taking all our hay, corn and all other kinds of forage together with such stock as will be found in papers herein and after named.
