
BRENTWOOD HISTORIC COMMISSION
Sites of Historical Significance

The Brentwood Historical Commission encourages the preservation of historic sites and public history education through its program of historical markers.

Any building or site within the Brentwood City limits that retains most of its historic appearance and integrity may qualify. A building does not have to be elaborate or famous or associated with historically significant people or events. Sites such as cemeteries, or locations of now-vanished buildings or events, may qualify.
 
A. Markers
A.1. The Commission marks historic sites in three categories:
a) Historical site interpretive signs
b) Historic house, site and structure markers
c) Cemetery markers

A.2. The Brentwood Historic Commission has the authority to determine what sites are marked, as well as the content of each marker.

A.3. Markers shall remain on the site and are not the portable property of the site owner. 

A.4. Any owner wishing to remove the marker may return it to the Commission.
 
A.5. The current property owner is responsible for maintaining the marker.

A.6. The Commission may vote to remove a marker if the appearance of the site is significantly altered.

B. Application Process
B.1. Any Brentwood resident may nominate a site for the historical marker program. 

B.2. The nomination must be submitted on the application form provided by the Historical Commission. 

B.3. Markers will be considered according to the criteria established by the Historical Commission. A majority vote of the Commission is necessary to approve placement of a marker. 

B.4. The Commission will prioritize the erection of approved markers according to the significance of the site and the funds available.

B.5. Sites approved for inclusion on the National Register of Historic Places may be approved for a Commission marker without  further review.

C. General Criteria
C.1. Markers will be considered for sites that fall into one of these categories
a) Historical significance
b) Architectural significance
c) Intrinsic significance (local architect, local building materials, etc.)
d) Social significance (events occurring there, former owners/guests, etc.)



D. Specific Criteria
D.1. Persons named or honored on markers shall have been deceased for at least 20 years before the marker is approved; such persons must have a demonstrated significance in local history.

D.2. Events commemorated by markers shall have occurred at least 20 years in the past, and shall have had a lasting impact on the community.

D.3. Structures or objects receiving markers must be at least 50 years old, and shall be reasonably permanent to the site.

D.4. Historic houses and structures receiving markers shall present an exterior restored or maintained in period style and appearance.
