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RE: 	INCREASE IN PUBLIC WORKS PROJECT FEES FOR THE CITY OF BRENTWOOD

Dear Builders & Contractors,

The City of Brentwood’s Planning & Codes Department is providing you with this notification because you have within the past 12 months received a building permit from the City.  On November 11, 2019, the Board of Commissioners approved Ordinance 2019-10 on first reading.  The ordinance proposes amendments to Chapter 14 of the Brentwood Municipal Code.  Specifically relating to changes in land use definitions and fee calculation methodology for assessment of the City’s Public Works Project Fees (PWPF). The proposed update is necessary to insure the City’s fee calculation methodology, accurately determining the appropriate fee amount based upon updated road project costs. In addition, the trip generation standards from the various land uses was reviewed based upon the latest Institute of Traffic Engineers (ITE) Trip Generation data. The new fees are based on the average cost to replace major roadway capacity consumed by new development.

PWPF’s or transportation impact fees are intended to address the additional traffic demands of new development and are assessed at the time of the issuance of the permit for each new building, addition, or change of use within an existing structure. The last update to the transportation impact fees by the City of Brentwood occurred in December 2007. 

If approved, the new fees would become effective for all new building permit applications filed after January 1, 2020. Construction or development projects completely submitted for building permit review on or before December 31, 2019, will be accessed to the current PWPF’s.  Any “partial submittals” that meet the December 31, 2019 deadline will not be considered complete. 

The Board of Commissioners will consider the ordinance on second reading on November 25, 2019. Additionally, on that agenda the Board will also consider Resolution 2019-100 formally adopting the new fee schedule.
